The right-hand chart shows how policy responded after the
1973-74 oil-price shock. In an attempt output falling, governments
embarked on substantial fiscal and monetary easing. For example, America’s
Federal funds rate was cut from 11% in mid-1974 to less than 6% in 1975,
resulting in sharply negative real interest rates. In effect, this stimulus pushed the
demand curve out to the right, to 03, with the aim of supporting output at 01.

To bring back down, central banks later
had to slam on the brakes, which then caused a deeper recession.
Having learnt this lesson, central banks interest rates after the oil-
