Economics

The economy therefore suffers both a negative supply shock and a negative
demand shock. Output clearly falls (to 02), but on underlying inflation
is ambiguous: in theory it could rise or fall, depending on the shapes of the demand
and supply curves and the relative sizes of their leftward shifts. Some
even argue that a rise in oil prices is “deflationary”, justifying a cut
in interest rates. But this is a misuse of the term. Higher will deflate
demand, but they are unlikely to lead to lower prices. Prices are much more likely
to rise, to somewhere like P2 in the chart. Higher oil prices always push up
headline inflation. The key issue is whether dearer energy will also feed into prices
and wages the whole of the economy.

In fact, higher oil prices are neither inflationary nor deflationary in
themselves. It all depends upon how reacts-and hence on where the
demand curve ends up. The right-hand chart shows how policy responded after the
1973-74 oil-price shock. In an attempt output falling, governments
embarked on substantial fiscal and monetary easing. For example, America’s
Federal funds rate was cut from 11% in mid-1974 to less than 6% in 1975,
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resulting in sharply negative real interest rates. In effect, this stimulus pushed the
demand curve out to the right, to 03, with the aim of supporting output at 01. But

as a result, prices soared to P3. To bring back down, central banks later
had to slam on the brakes, which then caused a deeper recession.
Having learnt this lesson, central banks interest rates after the oil-

price shocks in 1979-80 and 1990-91, to try to hold inflation down. Going back to
the left-hand chart, that would imply a further leftward shift in the demand curve

and hence a larger loss of output. However, it is important that a rise in
interest rates does not necessarily imply a tightening of policy if inflation has been
pushed up by oil prices. Central banks then need to raise interest rates

simply to keep real interest rates steady.
