The State Hydrometeorological Service (the Ministry of Emergencies)
monitors hydrochemical state of water 151 water bodies and carries out
hydrobiological at 45 water bodies. The data are collected on 46
parameters, which allow assessment of the chemical composition of water,
biogeneous parameters, presence of suspended and organic substances,
the main pollutants, heavy metals and pesticides.

The Sanitary and Epidemiological Service (the Ministry of Health) carries out
observations over the sources of centralized and decentralized drinking water supply
and recreation sites along and reservoirs.
